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-Adventure Camp is an intensive therapy camp for children with hemiplegia.  Children will participate in gross motor and fine motor activities with the use of a removable cast on the unaffected arm in order to strengthen the affected (or weaker) arm.  


-The Adventure Camp is designed to maximize a child’s potential and develop their strengths and hidden abilities while providing an opportunity to stimulate a child's awareness and interest in their environment and in relationships, while building their confidence, self-esteem and growth towards independence

-Constraint-Induced Movement Therapy (CIMT)- is a form of therapy that helps regain the use of the affect limb.  The focus of CIMT lies with forcing the patient to use the affected limb by restraining the unaffected one. The affected limb is then used intensively. As a result of the patient engaging in repetitive exercises with the affected limb, the brain grows new neural pathways.


-Neuro-Developmental Treatment (NDT) -NDT is a problem-solving approach to the examination and treatment of the impairments and functional limitations of children with Cerebral Palsy. NDT focuses on the analysis and treatment of sensorimotor impairments and functional limitations.


-Hand-Arm Intensive Bimanual Training (HABIT)- aims to improve the use and coordination of both arms in daily function. It involves intensive bimanual training
